**Take | 85 north towards Charlotte NC

**Take | 85 business north towards Charlotte NC (exit 69)

**Take the 1-585 / US-176 E exit- EXIT 5A- toward PINE STREET / DOWNTOWN
**This becomes US 176 .... follow 176 for approximately 20 miles

**You will pass the signs that say Pacolet and Highway 9. Keep going straight towards
Union

**You will come up to a red light. On your left is a small post office, a gas station/
convenience store and right behind the gas station is a Dollar General. This is Forest
Street. Turn left at this light onto Forest Street.

**Follow this road until it ends in the town of Jonesville - est 3 miles. Take a right at the
stop sign where the road ends. All of this is taking you to Highway 18.

**About one city block up is a red light. You'll see a Pete's Restaurant directly across the
street and a bridge to your left. Take a left at this light and travel across the bridge. This
puts you on Highway 18.

**Follow Highway 18 approximately 4.5 miles. Dreamweaver's is on your right. You'll
see the kennel building first - it is a large concrete building that is painted to look like a
park. There is a small “front yard” which is chain link fence around the door. You’ll see
6705 painted above the door. You'll see fencing around and throughout the property.
There is also a large black mailbox directly across from the gate leading into the kennel.
The full address is written on the mailbox.



From Asheville/ north

**Take | 26 south towards Columbia SC

**Take exit # 15, US 176 towards Spartanburg

**Follow 176 for approximately 21 miles

**You will pass the signs that say Pacolet and Highway 9. Keep going straight towards
Union

**You will come up to a red light. On your left is a small post office, a gas station /
convenience store and right behind the gas station is a Dollar General. This is Forest
Street. Turn left at this light.

**Follow this road until it ends in the town of Jonesville - est 3 miles. Take a right at the
stop sign where the road ends. All of this is taking you to Highway 18.

**About one city block up is a red light. You'll see a Pete's Restaurant directly across the
street and a bridge to your left. Take a left at this light and travel across the bridge. This
puts you on Highway 18.

**Follow Highway 18 approximately 4.5 miles. Dreamweaver's is on your right. You'll
see the kennel building first - it is a large concrete building that is painted to look like a
park. There is a small “front yard” which is chain link fence around the door. You’ll see
6705 painted above the door. You'll see fencing around and throughout the property.

From Charlotte / north

**Take | 85 southbound towards Greenville/Spartanburg.

**Take exit # 95. One sign says Boiling Springs and Gaffney. You’ll also see a sign that
says Limestone College as your landmark.

**At the end of the exit ramp, go LEFT back over the freeway

**At the stop light, go right onto SC 18.

**About 1.5 miles down, the road will split. Split off to the right and stay on SC
18.(NOTE - see below if you miss the split)

**At the fourth light, go left onto Frederick St (SC 18 south). You will follow this road
approximately 14 miles to Dreamweaver Farms

**|_andmarks: In town, one of the last things you pass is the Food Lion on your left.
After you pass the Food Lion, the road narrows from four lanes to two. You will pass
Circle M Animal Hospital on your left. From there you are 8 miles away. You’ll pass
Piedmont Animal Hospital on your right — from there you are 3 miles away.

There is one more road split. SC 211 will split off to the left. Stay right on SC 18. Once
past this split, start looking for a very large white house on the right. When you go past
this house, our property is about 100 yards past on the left. You'll see the kennel building
first - it is a large concrete building that is painted to look like a park. There is a small
“front yard” which is chain link fence around the door. You’ll see 6705 painted above
the door. There is the framework for an old neon sign in front of the property. You’ll see
a lot of fencing. There is also a large black mailbox directly across from the gate leading
into the kennel. The full address is written on the mailbox.

Alternate in town

If you miss the SC 18 cutoff in Gaffney, you will be able to tell because you’ll find
yourself on Limestone Street and passing a hospital on your left. Simply follow this road
into town, go across the rail road tracks, and the 2" light is Frederick St. Make a left on
Frederick St and pick up the directions above from there.

From Columbia and the south

**Take | 26 westbound towards Asheville/ NC Spartanburg SC

**Take Exit #72, the Hwy 121 Whitmire/Union exit. Turn right onto SC 121. ltis
approximately 44 miles from this exit to Dreamweavers.

**Throughout the next 30 miles, you’ll be following the signs to Union SC

**You will come into the town of Whitmire and will see a ground level water tank on
your left. Here you will need to veer right, then see the signs for Hwy 176 — turn left
onto Hwy 176.

**When you get to Union SC, you’ll come to a red light which is Beltline Drive and Hwy
176. Make a left onto Beltline. Follow Beltline through and out of the town of Union.
As you start to get out of town, you will; see Hwy 18 truck veer off to the right. Get onto
18 here.

**This small spur is only a couple of miles long. You will come to a stop sign — make a
left onto Hwy 18. Follow Hwy 18 into Jonesville.

**At the red light in Jonesville, you'll see a Pete's Restaurant on your right. Take a right
at this light and travel across the bridge. This puts you on Highway 18.

**Follow Highway 18 approximately 4.5 miles. Dreamweaver's is on your right. You'll
see the kennel building first - it is a large concrete building painted to look like a park and
with your name on the upper right hand corner. You'll see fencing around and through
the property. There is also a large black mailbox directly across from the gate leading
into the kennel. The full address is written on the mailbox.
